Software will only be installed on the system for which it was purchased and will be installed by the Technology Coordinator or their designee. The Bay County Library System does not condone any illegal copying of licensed programs for use within or outside the system. The library will assist in the investigation of any and all copyright infringements of copyrighted materials. It is the obligation of every appointee, agent or employee of the Bay County Library System, to the best of their ability, to protect the computers and systems of the library from damage to hardware or software either by physical abuse or by the introduction of a destructive virus. Usage of library systems must be lawful and inoffensive. All systems and equipment are the property of the Bay County Library System and as such users should understand that they will have no reasonable expectations of privacy in connection with usage of the equipment or system. This includes stored or deleted e-mail messages, Internet use, or any materials stored upon files of the system, list servers, or equipment. The library system reserves the right to monitor any and all computer usage or records retained on the system. All public records will be protected by employees under the rules as set forth in the Privacy Act. Staff should call the Technology Department with computer or telephone related questions and should not attempt repairs without prior authorization from that department.
