BAY COUNTY LIBRARY SYSTEM
Decorations on Wall, Cubicles and Walls

The only things that can be permanently attached to library walls are professional credentials, diplomas and certificates, or awards given by local Bay County groups or organizations.  Placement of these items on walls shall be coordinated by the Superintendent of Buildings and Grounds and his workmen so that items are put up in a timely fashion. 

Other works like framed prints of the Library of Congress shall only be put up if deemed tasteful by the Superintendent of Buildings and Grounds.

Photographs and other personal memorabilia may be displayed on a person’s desk or tack able walls within their own office or cubicle unless they are found to be offensive by another employee who complains.

This policy applies to all library branches within the Bay County Library System and each Managing Librarian will be held responsible for the enforcement of this policy.

Hopefully this policy will keep any employee or member of the public from being offended and it will preserve the professional appearance of the library system.
